Camp opened with 28 
girls, 12 counselors, a housekeeper, a chaplain and 2 direc-
tors; one of whom served as chaplain, head of swimming, 

storekeeper, and met the girls as they arrived by train.
	 The counselors jumped right in and took control and 
with the help of the girls, soon camp was running smoothly. 
There were tennis tournaments, basketball and volleyball 
activities, camp songs, plays and supper trips. There was 
even a Camp Greenbrier dance!!!
